The specific lift a person chooses depends on the combination of vehicle, hitch class, mobility device and their physical
capabilities. When searching for a vehicle lift to accommodate a scooter, power chair or manual wheelchair, there are three
types of lifts to consider: Hoist lifts, Hitch mount lifts and Hybrid lifts.
